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Myanmar Permanent Representative attends the 13th IACA Assembly and delivers a
Statement

(30-10-2024, Vienna)

The 13th session of the Assembly of Parties of the International Anti-Corruption
Academy (IACA)based in Vienna was held at the Vienna International Centre on 30
October 2024. The Assembly was presided by YB Dato' Sri Azalina binti Othman Said,
Minister in the Prime Minister’s Department (Law and Institutional Reforms), and
attended by the Deputy Prime Minister of Montenegro along with Heads of anti-
corruption institutions and Permanent Representatives in Vienna. Ambassador U Min
Thein, Permanent Representative of Myanmar to the United Nations and Other
International Organizations in Vienna, attended and delivered a Statement during the

General Discussion.

In his Statement, Myanmar Permanent Representative mentioned Myanmar’s
fully support to the IACA Work Programme 2025-2028, importance of capacity building
and technical assistance for all countries particularly for least developed countries
(LDCs) in their fight against corruption, and its recognition of IACA’s master's
programmes and training initiatives including online formats, and requested for
affordable and accessible programmes and free online training opportunities for anti-

corruption officials from LDCs.



He briefed on Myanmar’s dedicated efforts on combating corruption and
promoting good governance, and ongoing implementation of Anti-Corruption Strategic
Plan (2022-2025) focusing on raising awareness, fostering preventive measures,
promoting ethical standards, and strengthening collaboration with regional and
international partners. He also highlighted the public education initiatives of the Anti-
Corruption Commission of Myanmar including distribution of teachers' guidebooks on
integrity for schools, as well as modules of anti-corruption, integrity and ethics for
universities and conducting events aimed at preventing and combating corruption such
as integrity camps, edutainment programmes, media campaigns, workshops on

accountability and business integrity, and educational talks.

The Permanent Representative reiterated Myanmar’s firm commitment to
cooperating with IACA in combating corruption and implementing United Nations
Convention against Corruption (UNCAC) and related Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs).
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
