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Myanmar Ambassador attends briefing on Austria’s plan to launch
the EU’s new Entry/Exit System

Myanmar Ambassador U Min Thein attended the briefing on Austria’s plan to
launch the European Union’s new Entry/Exit System(EES), held at the Federal

Ministry for European and International Affairs of Austria on 2 October 2025.

The briefing elaborated that Austria will launch the new system starting from
12 October 2025, which will be fully operational at all six international airports in the
country within six months. Under the system, which applies to all Schengen States,
non-EU nationals travelling for a short stay of up to 90 days are required to register
their passports and biometric data (fingerprints and facial image) through self-
service systems at the airport upon their first entry. Likewise, the same procedure
will be applied at their final exit. Diplomats and government delegations are exempt

from the system.
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
